Dear Parishioners:

We have long dreamed about a PARISH CULTURAL CENTRE where our parish organizations could
participate in our cultural life and where our youth could be accommodated in our activities.

Without such a CENTRE, it will be difficult to help our youth preserve a love for their rite, language
and cultural heritage. Understanding thir need, our parish unanimously decided to build a UKRAINIAN CATH-
OLIC YOUTH AND CULTURAL CENTRE.

— The preliminary planning has been successfully completed.

— The city of Edmonton has approved our plans and rezoned the entire area to facilitate our CENTRE.

— An architect has been selected.

— This CENTRE will be built with parking facilities on the lots we have acquired on 108th Avenue, across
from the parish residance.

— We have sufficient funds to complete the first phase of the project.

— To successfully accomplish this task our parish will require approximately $950,000.

The Parish Committee must now turn to the parishioners to help with the cost of construction. Our
Financial Committee proposes that every family donate approximately $1,000 to this great need and undoubtedly
many families may contribute more. For those families who find an immediate cash donation difficult, a sub-
scription plan will be arranged.

Memebers of the Parish Committee will visit our parishioners in the near future. They are confident
that your generous response will be met with the successful completion of a new and beautiful CENTRE to be
enjoyed by our youth, church organizations and senior parishioners.

Our parish is graced with a large and beautiful cathedral — St. Josaphat’s -- one of the cultural and
architectural highlights of our city. We have built a large and functional parish-residence which now houses
our Auxiliary Bishop.

We trust and fervently believe that with your help and co-operation we will soon reach another mile-
stone in our parish’s life, which will be a legacy to our children and remain a heritage to our people.
