Wide recognition of Ukrainian culture and
the fact that the Ukrainian language has attained
the status as an accredited subject in our schools
and universities is to a large degree due to the
JOINT EFFORTS of the UKRAINIAN
CANADIAN COMMITTEE and the many who
work with it.

You are probably not aware that through the JONT EFFORTS of this Committee the SHEVCHENKO
FOUNDATION was established. This FOUNDATION, whose charter was approved by the Parliament of
Canada, aims at the preservation, fostering, promotion and advancement of Ukrainian culture in Canada.
The fund of the SHEVCHENKO FOUNDATION, which now amounts to over a million dollars, generates

close to $100,000. in interest, out of which grants are made to finance the preparation of books for use
in teaching Ukrainian in Canadian schools and universities; translation of Ukrainian literary and historical
works; assistance to choirs and theatres; collection of books, music , and records for special libraries;
microfilming; financing special lectures, and providing a number of fellowships and scholarships for studies
by students and research workers in the field of Ukrainian culture.

It is important to know that all donations to the SHEVCHENKO FOUNDATION are exempt from
income tax and all bequests are exempt from estate tax.
